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Parties to a Special Education Due Process Hearing are required to participate in a resolution session within 15 calendar days of the date the hearing request is received by the other party. This requirement can be waived if agreed to in writing by both parties.
The Michigan Department of Education offers free mediation service that can be used in resolution sessions.  In Wayne County the mediation service is available through Wayne Mediation Center (313-561-3500).
